The Beaudesert catchment 
needs more indoor public 
multisport facilities, with existing 
provisions at local schools and 
showgrounds insufficient for the 
wider community.
Establishing a new indoor multisport facility will 
meet the community’s sports needs.

The project includes constructing a roofed facility 
with two courts and a mezzanine viewing deck, 
amenities like showers and inclusive facilities, 
and supporting infrastructure such as parking 
and staff rooms.

Located at Dick Westerman Park, this facility will 
complement existing amenities and be managed 
by the Council once completed.
