Since its construction in 1996 
the Kilcoy Indoor Sports Centre 
has been providing a valuable 
recreation service to this 
growing community and the 
surrounding regions.
Over the past 26 years the facility has evolved 
to incorporate gym and gymnastics facilities. 
Whilst the facility has proved to be a great 
recreational asset, it increasingly is unable to 
meet modern standards and community needs. 

Identified gaps to optimal performance for the 
facility include; insufficient space, insufficient 
storage, non-usable space, insufficient insulation 
and ventilation and insufficient parking.

•	 Create a regional sporting hub that 
will cater for the growing community 
athletic requirements and needs.

•	 Open the region up to host more 
indoor sporting events.

•	 Create a modern and efficient 
sporting space for the region.

•	 30 FTE jobs created during 
construction.
